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In 2012, Shine On! Kids has continued its in—hospital counseling program for children with cancer and their
families at the National Center for Child Health and Development and Osaka City General Hospital. This
program involves clinical psychologists specializing in children and parents directly talking bedside with
patients and families. The psychologists have also organized a mother’ s group where they do activities for the
children. The response from the children, families, doctors and nurses has all been very positive.

Shine On! House is providing child care for siblings of children with cancer and emergency accommodation
for families and it completed in September 2012.

Beads of Courage® has continued at Ibaraki Children Hospital and Osaka City General Hospital and in the
spring of 2013, a total of 11 hospitals are doing this program.

The first full-time Facility Dog program in Japan is continuing and second Facility Dog is started working in
July 2012. Now the Facility Dogs are working at Shizuoka Children Hospital and Kanagawa Children Medical
Center.

The Shine On! Clinic is a collaboration of Shine On! Kids and the National Center for Child Health and
Development. It is both a long—term follow up clinic to support childhood cancer survivors as well as a daily
outpatient clinic support center for current pediatric cancer patients at the hospital.

After the earthquake and tsunami, Shine On! Kids provided art therapists for the affected area’ s child care
centers.
