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The Beads of Courage® program has continued at Ibaraki Children’ s Hospital and Osaka City
General Hospital and as of February 2018, a total of 20 hospitals are doing this program.
We started providing the Chronic Disease Program to non—cancer patients from 2014 and the
program has been implemented in 9 of the above 20 hospitals. In 2018, SOK continued “Camp
Courage for Survivors” to provide long—term follow-up support to pediatric cancer patients.
Two college students led the planning and implementation of four workshops supporting
participants’ learning and career development.




The first full-time Facility Dog program in Japan is continuing. As of February 2019, the
Facility Dogs and their handlers are working at Shizuoka Children’ s Hospital and Kanagawa
Children’ s Medical Center. In 2018, Shine On! Kids also started preparations for a new
facility dog to work full-time with a nurse—handler in a public hospital in Tokyo. In February
2019, we hired a trainer from Assistance Dogs of Hawaii to train this new team. The new dog has
been visiting the above hospital with the trainer to get accustomed to the new facility. In
2018, Shine On! Kids successfully transitioned the work of Bailey (10 years old at the time)
to his successor, Annie, with nurse-handler, Yuko Morita, at Kanagawa Children’ s Medical
Center. In October, we conducted Bailey’ s retirement ceremony inviting the head of Assistance
Dogs of Hawaii, the hospital management teams as well as the patients and families who spent
time with Bailey at both Shizuoka Children’ s Hospital and Kanagawa Children’ s Medical
Center.

We organized several events to promote awareness of childhood cancer, including: a Facility Dog
Photo Exhibition; Charity Boxing Event (Executive Fight Night); “Kidzania Night” for 800
pediatric cancer patients and families; and the Childhood Cancer International annual
conference in November.
