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The Beads of Courage® program has continued at Ibaraki Children’ s Hospital and Osaka City General
Hospital and as of December 2019, a total of 20 hospitals are doing this program. The Beads
Ambassador’ s meeting was held in November in Hiroshima, concurrently with the Japan Society of
Pediatric Hematology/Oncology conference.

In 2019, SOK continued “Camp Courage for Survivors” to provide long—term follow-up support tol
pediatric cancer patients. College students (also survivors) led the planning and implementation
of 6 workshops supporting participants’ learning and career development. There were approximately
120 participants in total.

The first full-time Facility Dog program in Japan is continuing. As of December 2019, the Facility
Dogs and their handlers are working at Shizuoka Children’ s Hospital (Yogi), Kanagawa Children’ s
Medical Center (Annie) and Tokyo Metropolitan Children’ s Medical Center (Ivy). In August 2019,
Shine Onl Kids held Ivy’ s inauguration ceremony inviting the head trainer from Assistance Dogs
of Hawaii, the hospital management teams as well as the patients and families. In 2019, we alsq
started our own puppy raising program to ensure the stable supply of Hospital Facility Dogs in
the future in Japan. The program is based on international standards and overseen by 2 experienced
dog trainers who have raised a number of hospital facility dogs in the USA.

e organized several events to promote awareness of childhood cancer, including: Mardi Gras Gala
Charity Boxing Event (Executive Fight Night), Rugby Extravaganza as well as “Kidzania Night” fon
