1 FHEORUE Achievement / Accomplishment of projects (or activities)
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Beads of Courage® program has continued at Ibaraki Children’ s Hospital and Osaka City General
Hospital and as of February 2017, a total of 18 hospitals are doing this program.

We have started providing the Chronic Disease Program to non—cancer patients from 2014 and the
program has been implemented in 9 of the above 18 hospitals. In 2017, SOK has started “Camp
Courage for Survivors” to follow up pediatric cancer patients in long term. We had 4 college
students as leaders for planning and leadership for four workshops to support their learning and
career planning.

The first full-time Facility Dog program in Japan is continuing. As of February 2018, the Facility
Dogs and their handlers are working at Shizuoka Children’ s Hospital and Kanagawa Children’ s
Medical Center.

In 2017, Shine On! Kids has welcomed Annie for the successor to Bailey. Bailey will retire




cradually while the handler take care of both dogs. We have also set up a volunteer group to
support both Bailey and Annie. SOK conducted a facility dog music festival to support children
who have discharged after spending quality time with Bailey and Yogi as well as children who are
hospitalized with their families

We have organized several events to promote the awareness of  childhood cancer including
International Childhood Cancer Day Charity Opera Dinner, Charity Boxing Event (Executive Fight|
Night) and Charity Gala (Jazz Soiree) in 2017
