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When we established our organization in 2006, it was no precedent for full time clinical psychologists
were working at pediatric cancer wards. We were recognize the importance of full time clinical psychologists
are working at the pediatric cancer wards and created “Counseling & Support Program” 2012, the Ministry of
Health announced “Hub Hospital of Childhood Cancer.” The ministry said Hub Hospitals have to have a
clinical psychologist. Finally the government accepts our appeal and our Counseling & Support’ s mission
complete. Now our 2 clinical psychologists are working as official staff of the hospitals.

Beads of Courage® has continued at Ibaraki Children Hospital and Osaka City General Hospital and in
the spring of 2013, a total of 12 hospitals are doing this program.

The first full-time Facility Dog program in Japan is continuing. Now the Facility Dogs are working at
Shizuoka Children Hospital and Kanagawa Children Medical Center.
