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The year 2022 saw the world emerge from a uniquely
challenging time in recent history. Though much of the world
gradually moved toward some kind of normalcy, the day-to-
day realities for very sick children in hospitals in Japan really
didn’t change that much. There were still restrictions on
hospital visitations, and the isolation for many hospitalized
children along with the frustrations and struggles for their
parents and families, continued as it had for the previous

2 years of Covid times.

Shine On! Kids listened to the doctors and nurses and
medical staff, parents and siblings, and of course patients
themselves, and expanded our suite of meaningful engagement
activities to connect our kids with the outside world. Shine
On! Connections and Camp Courage for Survivors continued,
with Camp Courage being held in person, socially-distanced
at a glamping nature resort. This was a huge psychological
boost and inspiration to everyone. And our Beads of Courage
Program continued to expand to more hospitals.

As hospitals consider the challenge of providing impactful
psychological care for their pediatric patients, our Hospital
Facility Dog program has been receiving more and more
attention both in the media and through word of mouth in
the medical community. We now have hospitals waiting in
line for a dog team to change lives.

This shift to demand outstripping our supply of dogs and
nurse-handlers has sent Shine On! Kids on a mission to be self-
sufficient in training our own Facility Dogs. Short-term hiring

of skilled trainers (who have international experience) and the
creation of a long-term plan for ensuring a steady supply of
qualified dog teams has taken a prominent place in our overall
strategic planning. This is an exciting opportunity for Shine
On! Kids to not only be the premier organization providing the
Facility Dog Program to pediatric hospitals in Japan, but is
also an opportunity to validate our model (via research) and
eventually share our IP around this program to the world.

We were lucky to be able to hold our first in-person
fundraising event in May, 2022 after a 2-year hiatus which was
a huge financial success. Donations, grants and other forms
of financial support continue to be critical for now in ensuring
the smooth execution of our programs, but we are also keenly
aware of the need to shift the funding source for some of our
programs to a ‘business model’ for long-term sustainability
and growth.

We are excited as we look ahead - especially for the future of
our Hospital Facility Dog training program. This will be a new
challenge, but - armed with the knowledge of the difference
our work makes in the lives of children, their families and
medical staff throughout Japan - it is an easy decision to take
this on. We are committed to continue our level of excellence
in all the work we do to make lives better and easier for these
very special children and their families.

In
2022, as the training program continued to develop,
we welcomed a new staff member, Kana Hirasawa,
who studied in the US to become a dog trainer, and
is also a certified nurse with clinical experience.

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Retrospective Beads were held at Camp Courage’s First Overnight Event

In 2022, two hospitals joined the Beads of Courage®
program to meet the growing demand in the midst

of the pandemic. We also continued to develop
our “Furikaeri” (Retrospective) Beads workshops,
created for children who are battling illnesses as
outpatients of hospitals that have implemented

the Beads of Courage® program, or who had to
discontinue the program midway through their
treatment for various reasons. The workshops help
the children to visualize their treatment journey and
the courage they demonstrated by stringing the
beads together. By feeling the length and weight of
the beads, participants are able to recognize and
affirm their own accomplishments.

Retrospective beads workshops have continued
on an irregular basis since 2017. From 2020,
due to the pandemic, implementation of the
program moved online, and we have been
developing our expertise in this new format,
including one-on-one sessions with Bead
Ambassadors, who are healthcare professionals
working in pediatric hospitals.

As we continue to receive more requests directly
from families of children fighting illnesses, we are
expanding the online program so that children can
participate regardless of where they are in Japan.
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In FY2022, we offered Shine On! Connections Plus
in addition to the weekday sessions for the hospital
wards. The program addressed the limited learning
opportunities and tendency of children to isolate
themselves from society after discharge from

the hospital and during at-home care, which was
exacerbated by the pandemic.

The series of interactive weekend workshops
and seminars for patients were based on STEAM
(Science, Technology, Engineering, the Arts and
Mathematics), an interdisciplinary approach to
science and the arts, encouraging exploratory
learning, and promoting proactive participation
and interaction. We have received many requests
from participating children and their parents to
continue the program.

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Leadership Training Program “Jibun Mirai Plan”
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First Overnight Stay Camp
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As a new initiative, we implemented “Jibun Mirai
Plan” (My Future Plan), A leadership training
program to address issues that pediatric cancer
survivors face. It was conducted over a 10-month
period starting in June 2022 with a total of 7
participants including high school and university
students who are pediatric cancer survivors,
and one university student who was interested
in the issues of such patients.

We interviewed Ryota Honma, the only non-
pediatric cancer survivor participant, who is
studying to become a medical professional:

At first | was afraid to listen to their stories.
Understanding the symptoms and treatment of
a disease is one thing, but hearing experiences
directly from survivors is quite another. As the
training progressed, | began to gradually understand
and empathize with them. Textbooks do not describe
the feelings of patients like | heard expressed by
this group. The place where | will work may not be
the same as what | heard about in this training, nor
will anyone else have exactly the same experiences
and feelings. But | now know it’s important to try
to understand. | may not be able to understand
everything since | have never had a serious iliness,
but I can imagine and listen to what they have to
say. | believe that these small steps will lead to a
better connection between patients and medical
professionals.

Our new “Kids’ Planning Room” was inspired by
the voices of children who have participated in
Shine On! Kids’ programs in the past and wanted to
volunteer and make a difference for their peers who
are currently hospitalized.

The first activity took place on December 11,
2022. At the Facility Dog Photo Exhibition in
Yokohama, Shine On! Kids sold original items
created from drawings of hospital facility dog Ivy by
Tomi*, a cancer survivor. We held an online session
at the exhibition with Tomi, where visitors talked
with him about his thoughts and feelings behind his
work. We engaged in awareness-raising activities
for hospital facility dogs while connecting with other
young people who experienced long-term medical
treatment.

Because | truly appreciated the impact of these
programs, | asked the staff how | could volunteer
to help. That’s how I got involved with the Kids’
Planning Room. We were very happy that everyone
who attended the event took the time to listen to our
story. | hope to continue to participate in the Kids’
Planning Room to help people learn more about
childhood cancer and Shine On! Kids.
