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2023 was a year of exciting opportunities and positive
momentum for Shine On! Kids.

Our Beads of Courage (BOC) program continued its expansion
into more hospitals. We also conducted more “retrospective”
bead workshops for pediatric cancer survivors who couldn’t
join BOC during their hospitalization. Retracing one’s journey
and creating a visual depiction of years of treatment through
beads is now recognized as a powerful part of the long-term
healing process.

As the number of “graduates” from Shine On! Kids’
programs grows, the network of support among pediatric
cancer survivors and current patients is now recognized

as crucial to the positive transition to “normal” life post-
treatment. Through our dedicated website for patients and
survivors, Shine On! Friends, Camp Courage for Survivors and
Kids’ Planning Room, our “graduates” are providing valuable
peer support and mentoring for kids still in the midst of their
gruelling cancer treatment.

Another exciting development is the move toward complete
localization of our Hospital Facility Dog (HFD) program.
Demand for our dog teams has increased to where we can

no longer depend on organizations outside of Japan to help
with supplying dog. Our puppy training program has moved

to a new level with the launch of our phase-I training center

and the addition of a new Japanese HFD Training Manager
(starting 2024).

Shine On! Kids’ HFD program veteran nurse-handler,

Yuko Morita, is recognized as one of the most experienced

in the world, our rigorous Infection Control protocols have

ensured that our interventions with pediatric patients are

carried out safely and without incident, and our commitment

to animal welfare ensures that our dogs are happy and safe

- living a fun and balanced life as they do what they love:

changing lives for sick kids.

The growing recognition of the positive impact of our HFD

program on the psychosocial health and development of

sick children is encouraging hospitals to contribute to the

costs of our HFD program. Our goal is to build a sustainable

organization — not only dependent on the generosity of our

corporate and private donors.

Our fundraising revenue through events, crowd-funding, grants

and donations continues to grow. However, our bold vision of

placing a Hospital Facility Dog in all 15 core pediatric hospitals

this decade — and eventually, in all pediatric hospitals in Japan

- requires the development of a training center capable of

providing an ongoing, high-quality supply of dogs and nurse

handlers. This will require investment and fundraising on an

unprecedented level.

We are so excited for the future of our organization and thank

each of our supporters for their generosity in helping us realize

our vision of changing the lives of sick children throughout Japan.

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The Hospital Facility Dog Program, provides
medical support through full time animal-assisted
intervention at four pediatric medical facilities:
Kanagawa Children’s Medical Center (Annie),
Tokyo Metropolitan Children’s Medical Center (lvy),
National Center for Child Health and Development
(Masa), and Shizuoka Children’s Hospital (Ty).
Together, the four Hospital Facility Dog teams
made 8004 visits.

We hired a new dog trainer with experience at

a service dog training organization in the U.S.,

and welcomed two hospital facility dog candidates
from Australia. Together with our Hospital Facility
Dog Advisory Board consisting of four outside
canine experts and an executive medical advisor
in the U.S., we are working diligently to expand

the Hospital Facility Dog training program in Japan
and create a system that is sustainable as we
strive to introduce new Hospital Facility Dog teams.
In addition, we actively participated and presented
in academic conferences. We have also improved
our manuals, expanded follow-up training,
gathered data on animal-assisted interventions,
and we were also able to publish a paper in the
international journal, PLOS ONE, while continuing
our research projects. We held “Shine On! Sports
Day” and “Shine On! Picnic” and other events that
gave children who had been discharged from the
hospital the opportunity to interact with the Hospital
Facility Dog.

In 2023, we set up a dedicated puppy training
facility in Kanagawa Prefecture. With the
addition of a new Training Program Manager
and two professional dog trainers,

the team is currently raising and training

five Hospital Facility Dog candidates.

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The Beads of Courage® program is an arts-in-
medicine in which children with cancer and others
who require long-term hospitalizations record daily
treatments, tests, symptoms and other events using
colorful beads. The program has been implemented
at 27 hospitals in Japan, including Ibaraki Children’s
Hospital and Osaka City General Medical Center
with 443 children participating as of Dec. 2023.

A total of 29 online trainings were conducted

for healthcare professionals and 122 new Bead
Ambassadors were appointed. In December we
held an online reporting & networking event for
medical professionals across Japan. The project
“Supporting the Independence of Children with
Congenital Heart Disease Using the Beads of
Courage Program,” funded by the Marubeni
Foundation for Social Welfare was implemented at
four hospitals with 40 participants from December
2022 to November 2023, and its success was
reported to the grantor. The project, “Development
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CONNECTIONS

Launched to prevent social isolation of children
hospitalized during the COVID-19 pandemic,

“Shine On! Connections” (an interactive online
program for mainly pediatric wards) continued in
2023. iPads/projectors with communication functions
and other equipment like electric keyboards have
been distributed to 18 hospitals across the country,
where expert lecturers, musicians, and volunteers
connected with the children in an interactive manner,
developing content such as art, music, English,
science, magic shows, LEGO, and Rakugo, etc.

A total of 1806 people participated in 149 events.
English language learning workshops organized by
international school high school student volunteers
continued as well. “Shine On! Connections Plus,”

an online event for families of children undergoing
treatment at home or those who have experienced
long-term treatment, was launched, offering art and
science workshops with university student volunteers
studying psychology and welfare. A total of 146
people participated in 18 events during its term

from May 2022 to March 2023. The program offered
virtual visits by Hospital Facility Dog candidates
targeted at children receiving treatment at home
and to hospitals that had not yet implemented the
Hospital Facility Dog program.

further encourage them to continue their treatment.
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CAMP COURAGE
FOR SURVIVORS
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In 2023, “Camp Courage”, a long-term follow-up
program for childhood cancer survivors,

was held over two days with eight survivors,

three siblings and 14 adult guardians. The

content included Retrospective Beads and other
workshops and interaction with Hospital Facility
Dog candidates. From “Jibun Mirai Plan (My Future
Plan)”, a leadership training program launched *
in 2022 led by high school and college students,
seven participants presented at AYA Week,
including a survey on issues facing childhood
cancer survivors. (The program concluded in
March 2023.) The “Kids’ Planning Room,” which
plans and implements community service activities
led by children from elementary to junior high
school who have undergone long-term treatment
for childhood cancer or other serious illnesses,
conducted a charity T-shirt production project

with 15 participants. The t-shirts were sold through
crowdfunding and at other events. At the end of *
the year, a meeting was held at the Children and
Families Agency, where six childhood cancer
survivors visited the agency building to talk about
life in the hospital and the need for support after
discharge from the hospital.

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Shine On! Friends is a website that focuses on
career support for children who have experienced
long-term hospitalization and treatment for
pediatric cancer or other serious illnesses in Japan
and their siblings. The updated reports and ongoing
event information are available. Some of the event
report articles are actually written by Shine On!
members who are survivors from cancer or other
serious illnesses in addition to stories about their
hospitalization and also about their activities after
being discharged from the hospital.

In cooperation with the Isao Tomita Research Group,
we donated a surround-sound system and projector
to the Yokohama Children’s Hospice and held a
music event there in May for children undergoing
treatment and their families to get to know each
other. We also held a summer soccer workshop in
collaboration with Manchester City, F.C., a top soccer
club in the U.K. The Minister and Deputy Head of
Mission in the British Embassy Tokyo and the current
players and coaches from Manchester City F.C.
joined the session and interacted with the children.

In December, United Airlines hosted the Fantasy
Flight at Narita International Airport, where children
with cancer and other serious ilinesses experienced
the Christmas spirit by boarding an airplane.
