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Shine On! Kids’ mission is to support children with cancer

or other serious illnesses throughout Japan - from the
moment of diagnosis and hospital admission, through to
discharge and beyond. At the heart of our philosophy is the
belief that providing psycho-social support during treatment
fosters resilience, courage, and self-worth, which in turn helps
children transition more smoothly back into daily life and
society after treatment.

In 2024, the number of hospitals and children and their
families we supported continued to grow. As the children
who benefitted from our work in the past mature and start
their young adult lives, we are finding that many who were
inspired by our programs, want to both mentor young children
and peers currently undergoing treatment as well as seek a
career in a medical or psychology-related field. Surely this is
one of the greatest validations of the impact of our programs.
You can read more about each of our programs in this report.
But | note that demand for our Hospital Facility Dog program
is growing at an unprecedented rate. The increasing awareness
among the medical community of the powerful impact this
program has on the psychosocial health and development of
sick children is reflected by the growing number of hospitals
presenting the program’s outcomes at academic conferences.
This along with regular, nationwide media coverage, is driving
the many requests by top children’s hospitals to implement
our Hospital Facility Dog program.

In 2026, we plan to launch multiple new Hospital Facility

Dog teams. In addition to direct requests from individual
hospitals, we are increasingly receiving inquiries from the local
governments that oversee children’s hospitals. Encouragingly,
many of these hospitals are now proactively working to secure
sustainable funding for the program themselves. This is a
testament to the strong trust and high regard that our partner
hospitals have for our work and a crucial shift toward long-
term sustainability. Rather than relying solely on generous
corporate or individual donations as we have in the past,
establishing service agreements with hospitals is now a key
part of our strategy.

We are so excited for the future! On behalf of Shine On!

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The Hospital Facility Dog Program, which aims to provide
medical support through full time animal-assisted intervention
at hospitals, was implemented at four pediatric medical
facilities: Kanagawa Children’s Medical Center, Tokyo
Metropolitan Children’s Medical Center, National Center
for Child Health and Development, and Shizuoka Children’s
Hospital. Together, the four Hospital Facility Dog teams
made 8,117 visits. We have hired a new Training Program
Manager with extensive experience at a working dog training
organization in the U.S. and welcomed three Hospital Facility
Dog candidates — one from Hawaii, two from Australia.
Together with our Hospital Facility Dog Advisory Board,
which includes four external canine experts and an executive
medical advisor in the U.S., we are actively working to expand
the Hospital Facility Dog training program in Japan. Our goal
is to establish a sustainable system and introduce 12 new
Hospital Facility Dog teams by 2030 including four successor
teams at the four ongoing hospitals and newly accepted five
applications for implementation. We also organized an event
at Kanagawa Children’s Medical Center, where 52 children
who had been discharged from the hospital were able to
reunite with Annie. Meanwhile, our Hospital Facility Dog
candidates, Tommy and Miko, interacted with children at

an event held at TSURUMI Children’s Hospice in Osaka.

We also oversaw the Japanese
translation of “Wonder Dogs,”
published by Midori Shobo. This book
chronicles the lives of individuals
whose lives were transformed
through their connection with dogs.
The Japanese edition includes a newly

personal stories from those who
continue to cherish his memory.

Presenting the potential of
animal-assisted therapy at
academic conferences

At the 16th Congress of the Asia Continental Branch of

the International Society of Pediatric Oncology (SIOP Asia
2024) held in June, Ayami Gonnokami and Masa delivered

a presentation on Hospital Facility Dogs during the nursing
session. Additionally, at a Childhood Cancer International
session, four Handlers, Hospital Facility Dogs and a Hospital
Facility Dog candidate demonstrated their daily activities in
hospital wards, including cues such as “Domo” (a bow), “Turn,”
and “Jump.” This provided a rare opportunity for attendees
from outside Japan to gain insight into our unique Hospital
Facility Dog Program.

In December, at the Japanese Society of Pediatric Oncology
and Hematology Conference, we hosted a luncheon seminar
titled “The Potential of Animal-Assisted Therapy in Pediatric
Cancer Treatment: Impact and Application of the Hospital
Facility Dog Program.” The session featured Dr. Junichi Hara,
SOK’s Vice President, as chairperson, along with Dr. Tomoko
Yokosuka, the head of the palliative care support team at
Kanagawa Children’s Medical Center and handler Yuko Morita,
who discussed the program’s overview and shared case studies
involving children in the terminal stage. Oli, a Hospital Facility
Dog candidate, also demonstrated several cues.

Kimberly Forsythe, Shine On Kid’s President, participated

in the International Society of Pediatric Oncology (SIOP)
Congress held in Hawaii in October presenting a poster of
case studies from Shizuoka Children’s Hospital and Kanagawa
Children’s Medical Center.

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The Beads of Courage® program is an arts-in-medicine
initiative that allows children with cancer and other long-term
hospitalized patients to document their daily treatments,
tests, symptoms, and experiences using colorful beads.

As of December 2024, 30 medical institutions are participating
in the program, including the newly added Ehime University
Hospital, TSURUMI Children’s Hospice, Osaka Women’s

and Children’s Hospital, and Gunma Children’s Medical
Center. The program has continued to run actively, with 545
hospitalized children participating in 2024. Additionally,

26 training sessions were conducted for healthcare
professionals, leading to the appointment of 191 Bead
Ambassadors. In December, we hosted an online reporting
and networking event for medical professionals nationwide.
We held the Retrospective Beads Workshop—designed

for children after discharge—twice, with a total of 26
participants. Currently, we are preparing for the full-scale
implementation of the Beads for Supporting the Independence
of Children with Congenital Heart Disease and the Learning
Beads programs through careful review and adjustments.
Meanwhile, trial runs of the NICU Beads and Sibling Beads
have begun at select participating hospitals upon request.
Over six months, 50 participants have taken part in the

NICU Beads trial at one facility, while the Sibling Beads
program has been introduced at two facilities on a trial basis.

Launched to prevent social isolation of children hospitalized
during the COVID-19 pandemic, Shine On! Connections

(an interactive online program for mainly pediatric wards)
continued in 2024. iPads/projectors with communication
functions and other equipment like electric keyboards

have been distributed to 18 hospitals across the country,
where expert lecturers, musicians, and volunteers connected
with the children in an interactive manner, developing content
such as art, music, English, science, magic shows, LEGO, and
Rakugo, etc. A total of 654 people participated in 91 events.
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ZhNLE L7 Annie and Oli participated in the charity run & walk hosted by
AXA Holdings Japan.

In recognition of International Childhood Cancer Day
(February 15), we participated in TEDxYouth@Tokyo,

which featured a speech by a childhood cancer survivor

and a Courage Beads workshop. We also held our annual
fundraising event, Executive Fight Night XIll, where Tokyo
business people train as amateur boxers and are supported by
our childhood cancer patients and survivors. Together with
TSURUMI Children’s Hospice, we co-hosted a music event
featuring a surround sound system and projectors donated
by TOMITA Music Lab, with 42 attendees. A charity event
was also held at the Tokyo American Club, and childhood
cancer survivors and their families took part in a charity run
and walk organized by AXA Holdings Japan. At KidZania,

44 participants joined a special event for children and their
families. In addition, 68 people participated in Fantasy Flight
at Narita Airport, hosted by United Airlines. This annual
Christmas event invites children living with cancer and other
serious illnesses to board an aircraft and take part in festive
art workshops, enjoying the holiday spirit.

In 2024, Camp Courage for Survivors—an event designed to
foster connection among childhood cancer survivors, provide
career support, and offer care for their siblings—was held as a
two-day glamping retreat. The camp welcomed eight survivors,
six siblings, and 15 adult guardians. The program included
Retrospective Beads workshops, interactive sessions with
Hospital Facility Dog candidates, and peer discussion groups.
The event was made possible through the collaboration

of a diverse team, including medical professionals, student
volunteers, and childhood cancer survivors.

The Kids’ Planning Room, a program for elementary to

junior high school students who have undergone long-term
treatment for childhood cancer or other serious illnesses,
held five sessions with a total of 39 participants.

Through this initiative, children engaged in planning and
executing community service activities, fostering a sense

of purpose and connection.

As part of the program, T-shirts created through a 2023
charity initiative were sold at four events, with 24 participants
involved in sales activities.
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Childhood Cancer Survivors Speak at Luncheon Seminar at SIOP Asia
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At the I6th Congress of the Asia Continental Branch of the
International Society of Pediatric Oncology (SIOP Asia), four
childhood cancer survivors—ranging from middle school to
college age—spoke at a luncheon seminar titled “Making Their
Voices Heard! Pediatric Cancer Survivors Share Stories of
Learning, Resilience and Growth”. The session was co-hosted
by the Benesse Foundation for Children and Shine On! Kids.
In preparation, the young speakers spent two months
reflecting on their treatment journeys, articulating the lessons
they had learned, and expressing their hopes for the future.
Despite initial nerves, each delivered a powerful and heartfelt
speech. Following the seminar, the survivors joined ||

other children at our booth to support charity sales and
awareness-raising activities aimed at helping peers facing
similar challenges.
